Mae hyn yn cynnwys
Llywodraeth Cymru yn cymryd rhan mewn dau ymgynghoriad sy’n cwmpasu’r DU gyfan ar
gynigion i gyflwyno deddfwriaeth i wahardd neu gyfyngu ar y defnydd o gadachau gwlyb sy'n
cynnwys plastig ac e-sigaréts/féps untro.

Yn
2023-4, rydym hefyd wedi darparu cyllid grant cyfalaf o £15 miliwn i CNC i wella
cydymffurfiaeth & Rheoliadau Amgylchedd Dwr (Cyfarwyddeb Fframwaith Dwr) (Cymru a
Lloegr) 2017 a deddfwriaeth gysylltiedig a fydd yn sicrhau gwelliannau mewn ansawdd dwr.

Un o'r ymrwymiadau yn ein Rhaglen Lywodraethu yw dechrau dynodi safleoedd dyfroedd
ymdrochi mewndirol, yn dilyn llwyddiannau ein dyfroedd ymdrochi arfordirol. Rydym wedi rhoi
hwb i'r capasiti yn CNC drwy ariannu cynghorydd Polisi Ansawdd Dwr pwrpasol i arwain ar
weithredu'r ymrwymiad hwn i ddechrau dynodi dyfroedd ymdrochi mewndirol.
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Eleni, rydym hefyd wedi darparu hyd at £1.1 miliwn o gyllid i'n Byrddau Rheoli Maethynnau i
gefnogi'r gwaith o gyflawni camau blaenoriaeth mewn dalgylchoedd afonydd Ardal Cadwraeth
Arbennig (ACA) sy'n methu, gan gynyddu cyfanswm ein cyfraniad hyd yma i £1.5 miliwn.
Mae'r gwaith hwn yn rhan o broses ehangach yr Uwchgynhadledd Llygredd Afonydd gyda'r
holl sectorau allweddol, sydd &'r nod o sbarduno ein dull o fynd i'r afael & llygredd ffosfforws
mewn afonydd ACA sy'n methu yng Nghymru. Roedd ein huwchgynhadledd ddiweddaraf ar
30 Tachwedd a bydd yr Uwchgynhadledd nesaf yn cael ei chynnal gan Cyfoeth Naturiol
Cymru ym mis Mawrth 2024.

Yn 2022, sefydlwyd y Tasglu Gwella Ansawdd Afonydd i werthuso'r dull presennol o reoli a
rheoleiddio gorlifoedd yng Nghymru ac i nodi cynlluniau manwl i sbarduno newid a gwelliant
cyflym. Mae Llywodraeth Cymru yn aelodau ochr yn ochr & Cyfoeth Naturiol Cymru, y
cwmniau dwr, Ofwat a rhanddeiliaid y diwydiant sy'n darparu her annibynnol o safbwynt
rhanddeiliaid a defnyddwyr. Ym mis Hydref 2023, cyhoeddodd y Tasglu yr Adroddiad
Tystiolaeth ar Orlifoedd Storm ar gyfer Cymru (SOEfW) o dan ei Gynllun Gweithredu
Rheoleiddio Amgylcheddol ar gyfer Gorlifoedd Storm. Nid yw'r adroddiad yn cynnwys
argymbhellion; yn hytrach, mae'n cymharu costau a manteision gwahanol opsiynau polisi wrth
reoleiddio gorlifoedd storm cyfun (CSOs). Mae'r Tasglu yn ystyried yn ofalus yr opsiynau a'u
goblygiadau cost i ddatblygu rhaglen gyraeddadwy a fforddiadwy i atal niwed ecolegol yn
nyfrffyrdd Cymru.

Datblygu trefniadau llywodraethu amgylcheddol parhaol, a gwaith Asesydd Interim
Diogelu’r Amgylchedd.

Mae Llywodraeth Cymru yn parhau i fod yn ymrwymedig i weithio tuag at sefydlu corff
llywodraethu amgylcheddol i Gymru yn ystod tymor y Senedd hon. Mae cyllideb o £480,000 ar
gael ar gyfer y gwaith hwn.

Mae'r costau ar gyfer Asesydd Interim Diogelu'r Amgylchedd yn deillio o gyllideb o £45,000
sydd wedi'i neilltuo ar gyfer swyddogaethau'r IEPAW. Yn flaenorol, roedd y gyllideb hon yn
rhan o BEL Ymadael &'r UE ond bydd yn cael ei throsglwyddo i'r MEG Newid Hinsawdd o'r all
gyllideb atodol ar gyfer 2022-23 ac fel rhan o'r broses Gyllideb ar gyfer blynyddoedd i ddod.
Mae’r mesurau interim hyn yn darparu ffordd i bobl godi pryderon ar sut y gweithredir cyfraith
amgylcheddol hyd nes y bydd y mesurau parhaol ar waith.

Cyflwyno Cynllun Rheoli’r Rhwydwaith Ardaloedd Morol Gwarchodedig. Cyfoeth
Naturiol Cymru (CNC): Manylion dyraniadau'r gyllideb ar gyfer CNC, gan gynnwys:

Dyrennir y gyllideb ar gyfer ariannu prosiectau llwyddiannus a ddyfernir yn ystod yr alwad am
gamau gweithredu arfaethedig, gan gyflawni'r blaenoriaethau a'r amcanion a nodir yn y
fframwaith rheoli rhwydwaith MPA ar gyfer Cymru. Disgwylir i ddyraniadau gyfateb i
ddyfarniadau o flynyddoedd blaenorol a deillio o'r cyllidebau Ecosystemau Morol a
Bioamrywiaeth pan fyddant wedi'u cwblhau.

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Ar 0l cael fy llywio gan ganfyddiadau adolygiad sylfaenol CNC ac ail-broffilio cyllidebau o fewn
fy MEG, roeddwn yn falch o hysbysu'r Pwyllgor ym mis Ebrill fy mod wedi cytuno i roi £18.2m
pellach i CNC yn 2023-24, a oedd yn cynnwys £950K yn caniatau i CNC gyflawni
argymhellion sy'n deillio o'r adolygiad o'r dechrau i'r diwedd o Drwyddedu Morol.

Fy mwriad i, fel rhan o ymarfer cyllideb ddrafft 2024-25, oedd gwneud y cynnydd o £18.2m yn
rhan sylfaenol o ddyraniad cyllideb CNC. Mae angen gwneud penderfyniadau anodd o hyd, a
gwneir y rhain mewn ymgynghoriad & CNC.

Mae fy swyddogion yn parhau i weithio'n agos gyda CNC i sicrhau bod yr adnoddau sydd ar
gael yn gymesur &'u hanghenion ac yn cyd-fynd &'u cyfrifoldebau statudol a'u hymrwymiadau
yn y Rhaglen Lywodraethu. Dros y blynyddoedd nesaf, byddwn yn canolbwyntio ar sicrhau
bod gan CNC yr hyblygrwydd mwyaf posibl wrth ddyrannu ei adnoddau a, lle bo hynny'n
bosibl ac yn briodol, dileu rhwystrau sy'n ei atal rhag gwneud hynny.

Ym mis Hydref, cyhoeddodd NICW ei adroddiad ar ynni adnewyddadwy. Roedd hyn yn golygu
uno tri darn o waith: edrych ar y tensiynau sy'n deillio o ddatblygiadau ynni adnewyddadwy; y
ffordd orau o gipio gwerth ynni adnewyddadwy i Gymru; a sut y gallem fod yn ymgysylitu &
chymunedau ar ddatblygiadau ynni adnewyddadwy yn y dyfodol. Roedd yr adroddiad yn
cynnwys 11 argymhelliad ar gyfer LIlywodraeth Cymru rydym yn eu hystyried ar hyn o bryd.
Arweiniwyd y gwaith hwn gan y Comisiynwyr Aleen Khan a Nick Tune.

Mae’r Cytundeb Cydweithio rhwng Llafur a Phlaid Cymru yn ymrwymo’r Comisiwn Seilwaith i
asesu sut y gellir lleihau’r tebygolrwydd cenedlaethol o lifogydd mewn cartrefi, busnesau a
seilwaith erbyn 2050.

Mae gwaith ymchwil ar y gweill ar hyn o bryd i lywio'r prosiect. Mae'r pedair ffrwd waith yn
ymwneud & datblygu gweledigaeth ar gyfer y gallu i wrthsefyll llifogydd ar gyfer 2050; archwilio
effeithiolrwydd cynlluniau dalgylch; adnoddau; a chynllunio defnydd tir. Mae Grwp Cynghori ar
Brosiect o arbenigwyr technegol yn helpu i lywio'r gwaith hwn. Mae'r Comisiynwyr Eurgain
Powell ac Eluned Parrott yn arwain ar y gwaith hwn ac mae disgwyl i adroddiad gael ei
gyflwyno i Lywodraeth Cymru erbyn hydref 2024.

Mae'r gwaith cwmpasu ar gyfer prosiect arfaethedig 2024/25 ar gyfathrebu bygythiad y Newid
yn yr Hinsawdd i gymunedau ar y gweill ar hyn o bryd. Bydd hyn yn archwilio sut y gellir cael
cymunedau i gymryd rhan mewn sgyrsiau am eu dyfodol mewn cyfnod o ansicrwydd byd-eang
a sut y gellir lleihau anghydraddoldebau yn y maes hwn. Mae'r comisiynwyr Helen Armstrong
a Steve Brooks yn arwain ar y gwaith hwn.

Datryswyd y 'bwich cyllido' drwy ddyraniad sylfaenol cylchol yng nghyllideb atodol gyntaf
2023/24.

Newid yn yr hinsawdd, ynni ac effeithlonrwydd ynni

Polisiau a rhaglenni i gefnogi datgarboneiddio yn y sector tai, gan gynnwys dyraniadau
ar gyfer Rhaglen Cartrefi Clyd Llywodraeth Cymru a'r Rhaglen Ol-osod er mwyn
Optimeiddio.
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Bydd datblygu dull stoc dai gyfan at ddatgarboneiddio yn darparu ar gyfer strategaeth
hirdymor ar gyfer effeithlonrwydd ynni, tlodi tanwydd a datgarboneiddio ar gyfer y sector. Bydd
yn helpu i fodloni disgwyliadau ein hail gyllideb garbon Cymru Sero Net ac yn cyd-fynd ag
amcanion tai ehangach.

Lansiwyd y Rhaglen Cartrefi Clyd yn 2011. Ers ei lansio, mae dros 198,000 o bobl wedi
derbyn cyngor effeithlonrwydd ynni drwy'r gwasanaeth. Rydym wedi ymestyn y cynllun Nyth
hyd at fis Ebrill 2024 i sicrhau gwasanaeth parhaus a sicrhau bod cymorth ar gael i aelwydydd
sy'n cael trafferth gyda chostau ynni’r gaeaf hwn.

Bydd y Rhaglen Cartrefi Clyd newydd yn parhau i weithredu fel ein prif fecanwaith i fynd i'r
afael & thlodi tanwydd. Byddwn yn mabwysiadu dull gweithredu ffabrig yn gyntaf, y gwaethaf
yn gyntaf a charbon isel yn gyntaf, gan ddarparu mesurau i wella effeithlonrwydd ynni'r
aelwydydd incwm isel lleiaf effeithlon yn thermol yng Nghymru. Ym mis Mehefin 2023,
cyhoeddais fanylion y cynllun newydd a chyhoeddais y gwahoddiad i dendro ym mis Awst
2023. Ar hyn o bryd, mae swyddogion yn cynnal camau olaf yr ymarfer caffael ac rwy'n dal i
fod yn hyderus y bydd y cynllun newydd ar waith erbyn mis Ebrill 2024, heb doriad mewn
gwasanaeth i gwsmeriaid. Mae'r cynllun newydd, sy'n cael ei arwain gan y galw, yn werth
£250m dros saith mlynedd ac mae wedi'i strwythuro o amgylch tair elfen: gwasanaeth
cynghori, darparu mesurau effeithlonrwydd ynni, a sicrhau ansawdd.

Does dim amheuaeth bod datgarboneiddio cartrefi preifat yn fwy cymhleth na delio &'r sector
cymdeithasol neu'r rhai mewn tlodi tanwydd, felly byddwn yn parhau i gymhwyso ethos ORP,
sef 'profi a dysgu’. Mae ORP a'r Rhaglen Tai Arloesol eisoes yn annog mentrau cymunedol
lleol ar raddfa fach, ar draws sectorau tai fel man cychwyn.

Yn y tymor byr, byddwn yn parhau i gyflawni'r Rhaglen Cartrefi Clyd, gyda'r gyllideb gyfalaf yn
cynyddu £6m i £35m yn 2023/24 o fewn y gyllideb ddrafft.

Rhaglen Ol-osod er mwyn Optimeiddio

Mae Gweinidogion wedi blaenoriaethu buddsoddiad mewn datgarboneiddio tai cymdeithasol
drwy'r cyllid sydd ar gael i landlordiaid cymdeithasol drwy'r Rhaglen Ol-osod er mwyn
Optimeiddio (ORP).

Ein dull gweithredu datganedig yw dechrau gyda thai cymdeithasol, cyn symud i ddeiliadaethau
eraill, gan mai tai cymdeithasol sydd a'r mwyaf o ysgogiadau. Mae sianelu buddsoddiad yr ORP
drwy landlordiaid cymdeithasol yn cefnogi dull ‘profi a dysgu’ i ddatgarboneiddio cartrefin
effeithiol ac yn effeithlon.

Mae'r ORP hefyd yn cefnogi rhaglen Cynllun Prydlesu Cymru i ddarparu cymorth ychwanegol i
landlordiaid sy'n ymuno a'r cynllun i wella datgarboneiddio'r cartrefi rhent preifat hynny.

Ar gyfer y rhaglen 6l-osod er mwyn optimeiddio (ORP), targed y buddsoddiad mewn cartrefi
cymdeithasol yw bod dros £280m dros dymor y llywodraeth (gyda thua £120m wedi'i fuddsoddi
hyd yma) i 6l-osod dros 13,000 o gartrefi hyd yma.

Ar gyfer blwyddyn ariannol 2024/25, mae £70m wedi'i ddyrannu i landlordiaid cymdeithasol i
ymgymryd & gweithgareddau 6l-osod yn unol &'r ORP, gyda £18m arall wedi'i ddyrannu i gefnogi
gweithredu safon SATC newydd a lansiwyd ym mis Hydref 2023.
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Mae buddsoddiad yr ORP yn cyd-fynd & chyllid MRA a chyllid Gwaddoli (ar gyfer ALlau a
throsglwyddiadau gwirfoddol ar raddfa fawr (LSVTs)) gwerth £108 miliwn ychwanegol y
flwyddyn sy'n cyfrannu at gyflawni SATC a gwaith cynnal a chadw parhaus ac yn trosoli cyllid
sylweddol gan awdurdodau lleol a phartneriaid LSVT (35% o ffynonellau cyllid Llywodraeth
Cymru, tra bod y sector yn cyfrannu tua 65%).

Yn ystod 2018-2023, mae'r Gwasanaeth Ynni wedi cefnogi bron i 300 o brosiectau sy'n
amrywio o gyfleusterau ynni adnewyddadwy newydd eu gosod i hyrwyddo gwaith
effeithlonrwydd ynni a chyflwyno cerbydau di-allyriadau. Mae'r prosiectau ynni adnewyddadwy
ar eu pennau eu hunain wedi cyflwyno 40.5MW o gapasiti newydd, sy'n cyfateb i ddigon o
drydan i bweru 16,000 o gartrefi.

Mae cyfanswm o0 £169.8 miliwn wedi'i fuddsoddi mewn prosiectau ar draws 67 o sefydliadau,
gan gynnwys byrddau iechyd, awdurdodau lleol, parciau cenedlaethol a cholegau. Roedd y
prosiectau’'n amrywio o osod lampiau stryd LED i systemau gwres carbon isel. Bydd y cymorth
yn arbed 695,000 o dunelli o CO2 dros eu hoes.

Mae'r Gwasanaeth Ynni yn alluogwr allweddol i'r sector cyhoeddus i gyflawni'r uchelgais
cyfunol o sector cyhoeddus sero net erbyn 2030. O ystyried llwyddiant y Gwasanaeth, fel y
cydnabyddir gan Archwilio Cymru a chyrff cyhoeddus yng Nghymru, mae Llywodraeth Cymru
wedi llunio contract newydd i gymryd lle'r un blaenorol a ddaeth i ben ym mis Mawrth 2023.
Mae hyn yn sicrhau parhad o ran darparu gwasanaethau ar gyfer sefydliadau sector
cyhoeddus a sefydliadau dan arweiniad y gymuned ledled Cymru.

Monitro cynnydd a chefnogi Cynlluniau Gweithredu Datgarboneiddio
Ein huchelgais yw i'r sector cyhoeddus fod yn sero net erbyn 2030, sy'n bolisi allweddol a
sefydlwyd yng nghynllun Sero Net Cymru

Mae cael cyrff cyhoeddus yng Nghymru i adrodd am allyriadau yn flynyddol yn rhan bwysig o
gyflawni'r uchelgais honno, drwy helpu i lunio ein camau gweithredu a'n blaenoriaethau. Ym
mis Mai 2021, cyhoeddodd Llywodraeth Cymru y Canllaw Sector Cyhoeddus ar gyfer Adrodd
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ar Garbon Sero Net, sef canllaw cyffredinol i'w ddefnyddio gan gyrff cyhoeddus Cymru i
amcangyfrif allyriadau llinell sylfaen. Mae'r allyriadau hyn yn cwmpasu adeiladau, trafnidiaeth,
gwastraff, cadwyni cyflenwi a defnydd tir.

Mae'r adroddiad blynyddol ar allyriadau carbon y sector cyhoeddus yn ffordd allweddol o
olrhain allyriadau carbon ar draws y sector cyhoeddus yng Nghymru. Rydym yn falch ein bod
wedi cael ymateb gan bob un o'r 71 o sefydliadau'r sector cyhoeddus ar gyfer blwyddyn
ariannol 2022/23. Roedd hyn yn cynnwys Awdurdodau Lleol, Byrddau lechyd a Phrifysgolion.
Mae hwn yn ymateb trawiadol iawn, yn enwedig o ystyried bod adrodd yn wirfoddol, ac mae’n
dangos ymrwymiad o bob cwr o sector cyhoeddus Cymru i gyflawni ein huchelgais o greu
sector cyhoeddus sero net erbyn 2030.

Rydym yn gweithio gyda'n contractwr, yr Ymddiriedolaeth Garbon, i brosesu'r data a llunio'r
set ddata ar gyfer yr adroddiad Cymru gyfan.

Cyhoeddir dadansoddiad o'r data ar gyfer y sector cyhoeddus ar wefan Llywodraeth Cymru
bob blwyddyn.

Mae'r data a gesglir yn ein helpu i ddeall yr allyriadau carbon ar draws y sector cyhoeddus ac
olrhain cynnydd tuag at ein huchelgais gyfunol ar gyfer 2030 a hefyd cynorthwyo sefydliadau o
bob rhan o'r sector cyhoeddus i fireinio eu cynlluniau datgarboneiddio a chanolbwyntio eu
hadnoddau.

Rydym yn dal i
ymrwymo i sicrhau bod Cymru'n elwa ar y cynhyrchiant newydd hwn ac mae gennym darged
o sicrhau bod 1.5GW o gynhyrchiant newydd dan berchnogaeth leol erbyn 2035. Bydd ein
canllawiau ar sut y gall modelau perchnogaeth leol weithio yng Nghymru yn cefnogi'r
trafodaethau rhwng cymunedau a datblygwyr i gyflawni'r nod hwn. Rydym yn parhau i
flaenoriaethu adnoddau o fewn y BEL ynni glan i weithredu argymhellion yr Archwiliad Dwfn
Ynni Adnewyddadwy, gan weithio mewn partneriaeth & chyfranddalwyr allweddol, partneriaid
cyflenwi a'r sector ynni i weithredu'r argymhelliad.

Bydd y dyraniad cyllideb i ynni glan yn caniatau i ni barhau a'r rhaglen cynllunio ynni, gan
gefnogi'r pedair Strategaeth Ynni Ranbarthol i gyflawni drwy ddarparu tystiolaeth fanwl o
gyfleoedd i ddatgarboneiddio'r defnydd o bwer, gwres mewn adeiladau a thrafnidiaeth. Bydd y
timau bach a sefydlir ym mhob rhanbarth yn cydweithio ag awdurdodau lleol a busnesau i nodi
a blaenoriaethu prosiectau a chael mynediad at gymorth gan Wasanaeth Ynni Llywodraeth
Cymru i droi'r rhain yn gyfleoedd buddsoddi.

Cydweithio i weithio tuag at sefydlu Ynni Cymru i ehangu ynni adnewyddadwy sy'n eiddo i'r
gymuned yng Nghymru.

Mae’r cyllid cyfalaf a refeniw a ddyrennir yn caniatau i Trafnidiaeth Cymru gyflawni
masnachfraint Rheilffyrdd Cymru a'r Gororau ar ran Gweinidogion Cymru.

2017 aim to reduce pollution and improve the condition of aquatic ecosystems, promote the
sustainable use of water and reduce the effects of floods and droughts. The Regulations
place a duty on Welsh Ministers to prevent deterioration and improve all water bodies to
good status by 2027.

NRW has prepared a flexible multi-year programme of work designed to decrease the
number of watercourses failing to meet good ecological status.

The Tidal Lagoon Project will be a collaboration with other partners, to consider what
needs to be done to bring forward a pathfinder tidal lagoon scheme in Wales.

Ports Infrastructure

decarbonisation hub in Wales. There is also £173k within this BEL to fund the team
responsible for the Regulation of RSLs.

The fund supports survey work to identify fire safety issues such as non-
compliant cladding, compartmentation and the installation of suppression and evacuation
alert systems and then offers routes to remediation for all multi occupation residential
buildings over 11 meters.
